I am 
now in grumpy, old woman 
mode, and making a very good 
job of it. 
The pace of life . Technology is a 
truly wonderful thing but, it is a 
double edged sword. Being the 
proud possessor of a newly 
acquired bus pass I have spent a 
lot of time on public transport 
lately and I’ve been astounded 
by how many people have 
mobile phones ‘glued ‘ to their 
ears, talking in a loud voice all 
their private business as though 
in an empty room. The  recent 
incident of the MP in Scotland 
criticising venomously the 
opposite party openly on a social 
networking site. This I find from 
listening to others is not at all 
uncommon. So called friends 
‘calling ‘ each other on 
Facebook. Teenagers being 
‘bullied’ to the point of feeling 
suicidal. Hours of time spent on 
line looking for instant access  to 
personal lives. To me it would 
feel like a total invasion of 
privacy, far too intrusive for my 
taste. It is not at all surprising 
that reading skills are suffering. 
I have been quite intrigued by a 
tradition I’ve been reading about 
and many must have seen on 
television some while back when 
some of their children were 
gunned down in a school house. 

The Amish. They settled in 
America in Pennsylvania in 
1600’s a bunch of religious 
radicals that shunned infant 
baptism to favour adult , known 
then as Anabaptists. They look 
old fashioned. They dress in 
distinct plain manner. Long 
brown dresses with black 
aprons over their knees. They 
have strict dress code  and in 
fact a code for living. They 
have no need of he ‘clap trap’ 
of modern living. They value 
community, family and a strong 
sense of looking out for each 
other. A lot are very successful 
farmers, others run businesses 
a n d  c a n  b e  q u i t e 
entrepreneurial. They get on 
with the world outside their 
community but in way try to join 
them. They work very hard, eat 
very well from the land and are 
famous for the needlework. 
They make beau t i f u l l y 
embroidered quilts which they 
sell along side farm produce. 
All children are wanted, 
needed, loved  but never 
adored. They are set tasks 
from a very early age, like 
feeding chickens, helping to 
weed the vegetable patch. 
They are thrifty but not mean 
and use proverbs to teach the 
children such as’ Use it up, 
wear it out, make do or do 
without’. They are not free to 
do as they like, choices are 
bound by their oral tradition, 
like how to furnish their homes 
etc. They are not free to wear 
the latest fashions but they are 
free of being caught up in ’ 
retail therapy’. They can’t buy 
the latest new car but are free 
from needing a status symbol 
or the debt that goes with it. 

Women can’t dress or use make 
up, but they are free from the 
pressure of trying to look perfect 
or fighting to get a size 18 body 
into a size 12 dress. They are 
not free to accept social welfare 
benefits but are free of worry 
about who will look after them 
when they are old. They are free 
not to be cool. The thing they 
value most is to be ordinary. I 
have no desire to get up at 5a.m. 
To get the first wash on the line 
before cooking a three course 
breakfast for twenty. I have no 
illusions tat I could cope with 
such a life, but the appeal is 
there. In this time of recession 
when time for some is financially 
hard it can be helpful to think 
carefully about what matters 
most in our lives. Those without 
money are poor but those with 
nothing but money are poorer. I 
yearn for the peace that only the 
Lord gives and to try and live 
simply, so that others may 
simply live. May God bless Us 
all.
